Step 1

In the images below it shows the detail of the rebates
in the ends to take the tabs in the top rails, bottom
and back.

Step 2

Construct the unit as detailed below in the order
described. Screw the 45mm fixing screws through
the pre drilled holes in the ends to secure.

Step 3

Turn the unit upside down and screw the adjustable

legs into the pre drilled holes within the unit bottom
and ends.

Step 4

Fix the hinge plates to the unit ends as detailed
below and clip on the doors.

50mm Screw

30mm Screw

15mm Screw




Step 5

Place the unit in the room according to your layout
design and using the connecting bolts through the
pre drilled holes detailed below, fix together.

Step 6

Once all units are in place and fixed together, adjust
doors as detailed below to even up gaps between the
cabinet fronts.
